HEALTH, WELLNESS, & SAFETY

Camper and staff safety are our top priorities. Safety is at
the forefront of every decision we make. Summer camp
health and safety protocols are based on current
guidance from Girl Scouts of the USA (GSUSA), the
American Camp Association (ACA), the State of Alaska,
the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC),
and the American Academy of Pediatrics (AAP).

Nothing is more important than the emotional and
physical safety of our campers. Our programs allow
campers to take healthy risks in a safe, nurturing
environment. Our professional staff receive extensive
training and are chosen for their maturity and ability to
be a positive role model for girls.

Water Safety

At some of our camps, girls participate in canoeing,
kayaking, recreational row boating, paddleboarding,
and/or swimming. When participating in these activities,
we follow all GSAK and ACA guidelines. At any point when campers are in or on
the water, they will wear a lifejacket. They will explore our lakes and practice
their paddling with our small craft safety-trained staff. When they are
swimming, they will be supervised by staff, including a trained and certified
lifeguard.

Wilderness Trips

When groups are traveling off-site to an area that is more than two hours from
any professional medical care, we take extra precautions following GSAK and
ACA guidelines. The staff leading these groups are trained in emergency
backcountry procedures, carry satellite communication devices, and at least one
staff member is certified in Wilderness First Aid.
