At camp, Togowoods campers will participate in many fun activities, including arts and
crafts, nature hikes, environmental education, swimming, canoeing or kayaking, and
outdoor cooking. They will have the opportunity to make new friends and grow in small
groups of campers of similar ages. Camper groups attend daily activities and meals
together. Special care is taken to ensure that each camper has the opportunity to learn
and grow through challenging activities, complemented by basic skill-based instruction.

Each week of camp will include sessions around a given theme and specialty sessions,
such as intro to wilderness for younger campers, wilderness trips for middle and high
schoolers, and leadership programs for high schoolers.

Campers sleep in platform tents (wooden floors, cots, and mosquito netting), bringing the
outdoors within reach. Campers have a sense of independence while the counselors live in
an adjacent tent, providing security.
